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Introduction

The Level 6 Diploma in Hostile Environment Operations — Close Quarter Battle (CQB) is
aimed at personnel deploying within a complex/hostile environment. The qualification
demonstrates that an individual has achieved knowledge, understanding and skills which
contribute to their safety and survival when operating in a complex/hostile environment.

The awarding organisation for the qualification is ProQual Awarding Body and the regulatory
body is the Office of Qualifications and Examinations Regulation (Ofqual).

The qualification has been accredited onto the Regulated Qualification Framework (RQF).

Assessment
