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Introduction

The purpose of the Level 3 Award in Counter Terrorism Risk Reduction for Neighbourhood
Policing qualification is to provide designated single points of contact within neighbourhood
policing teams with the basic knowledge to be able to advise small businesses in how to
improve their security and reduce risks from all forms of crime. The qualification delivery
model and assessment strategy must be approved by the National Counter Terrorism
Security Office.
