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Introduction

The Level 2 Award in Working in Medium Risk Confined Spaces is aimed at those working
in confined space environments where there is a medium risk that a specified hazard may
be present. It will require the use of escape breathing apparatus and will involve the
presence of one or more people who have designated responsibilities for controlling the
entry and dealing with emergencies.

The qualification has been developed using National Occupational Standards for Working in
Medium Risk Confined Spaces.

The awarding organisation for this qualification is ProQual Awarding Body and the
regulatory body is the Office of Qualifications and Examinations Regulation (Ofqual). This
qualification has been accredited onto the Regulated Qualifications Framework (RQF).

Set up and inspect access equipment to make sure
it is safe

Resolve any problems of work or team member
with the designated personnel

Confirm all team members know and understand
their roles

Enter and exit the space in line with procedures for
working in a medium risk confined space

Adhere to all procedures regarding the carrying
and use of escape breathing apparatus

Confirm the suitability of the escape breathing
apparatus for the job

Examine the breathing apparatus prior to starting
work and replace if defective

Resolve any problems with the escape breathing
apparatus and report non-conformities

Don the escape breathing apparatus to escape in
an emergency

Carry out after use checks on the apparatus after a
safe exit

Check all equipment and tools are suitable for the
job before using them

Check all personal protective equipment (PPE) is
suitable before using it

Resolve any problems with equipment and tools
before and during their use

Use the specified method to introduce equipment
and tools into the confined space

Recover and remove equipment and tools when
work is finished

Follow manufacturers and employers instructions
for after-use checks and storage

Use different methods of communication which
suit the work situation

Control access of people and vehicles around the
entry point

Resolve any problems connected to the work with
the designated personnel
