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Introduction

This qualification is appropriate for individuals engaged in the remote piloting of unmanned
aircraft systems for a commercial operator. Topics include: knowledge of regulations, safety
issues, preflight processes and procedures, flight manoeuvres, post flight procedures and
emergency procedures; candidates will also develop an Operations Manual for the
commercial use of unmanned aircraft systems.

The awarding organisation for this qualification is ProQual Awarding Body and the
regulatory body is the Office of Qualifications and Examinations Regulation (Ofqual). The
specification for these qualifications has been approved by the Welsh Government for use
by centres in Wales.

Entry Requirements

There are no formal entry requirements for this qualification. Centres should carry out an
initial assessment of candidate skills and knowledge to identify any gaps and help plan the
assessment.
